Year 2 Homework – Summer Term 1

Here are the tasks for this half term. Please choose at least one activity to complete from each section.  Please hand in homework books by Wednesday 24th May 2023 or save/hand in your work on Purple Mash. 
Maths 
· Using some weighing scales, find some objects which weigh more than 100grams or less than 100 grams. List these in your book.
· Choose some different sized containers at home e.g. a bucket, a jug, a bowl etc.  Predict how many millilitres or litres each will hold and write them in your book. Use a measuring jug or litre bottle to see if your predictions were correct.
· Make a cake or some biscuits at home, weighing and measuring the ingredients accurately using scales. 
· Log in to topmarks ‘Hit the button’ practise doubling, halving, multiplication and division facts as well as number bonds.

There is a template set for you on Purple Mash or you can write it in your homework book.
· Go on Reading Eggspress and complete two comprehension tasks.

· We are continuing to use commas in a list; have a go at the task ‘Making lists’ on Purple Mash. You could then write sentences of your own.

Creativity
· Find out what the flag for Brazil looks like and then make your own.
· Do some research and find out about some of the different landmarks in Brazil; draw and label these in your book.
· On Purple Mash there is a task set where you can write a postcard pretending you have visited Brazil. Make sure you write about the landmarks which you have seen. 
· Design a new football kit that the Brazil Football Team could wear.
· Create a mask that could be used at the Rio Carnival.
