[bookmark: _GoBack]Please choose an activity to complete for homework from each section – please return completed homework by Monday 27th March 2023.
Mathematics
· Practise your written methods for column addition, column subtraction, short multiplication and the ‘bus stop’ method for division.
· Create 5 word problems based on decimals (think about money.) For example: John saves £3.85 per week. How much money does he have in a year? (52 weeks)
· Play ‘Push the Button’ online – can you beat a family member’s score?
· Practise times tables of your choice – use Times Tables Rock stars, Purple Mash or create your own question cards to challenge yourself.

English
· Learn 5 new words related to the Amazon rainforest, find out the meaning and write each in a sentence (don’t copy directly from the dictionary or the internet – write in your own words).
· Imagine you spent the night in the Amazon rainforest.  Write a diary entry describing your experience.
· Make up a new rainforest creature and write an information report about it. Think about: how it behaves, where it lives (which layer of the forest), what it looks like, and what it eats (diet), who hunts it (predators).
· Find out about a tribe that live in the Amazon rainforest and write a short presentation to tell your class about it.

Creativity / Topic
· Sketch 3 different rainforest creatures.
· Create a model of a rainforest or a jungle (maybe in a shoe box).
· Compose a song about rainforest creatures.
· Design a carnival mask or outfit.

Family
· Create an online safety poster or PowerPoint presentation. Present this to a younger member.
· Go to https://www.thinkuknow.co.uk/8_10/ and read up on some of the internet safety information – make notes on what you read.  You may also want to play some of the online games from the website (Flash player needed).
· Log into Purple Mash and allow a member of your family to play the online game that you have created. Discuss their views about the game.
· Design your ideal classroom and present it as a labelled plan view (view from above.) You might want to create this on the computer or draw the plan.
