· The outcome of comprehensive research at the University of Hull and originally published in 1996, Lucid CoPS 4-7 is widely used by schools in the UK and internationally. 
CoPS 4-7 pinpoints specific areas of need and gives a more detailed indication of a pupil’s particular strengths and weaknesses that may impact learning. It comprises nine short tests which cover working memory, phonological awareness, phonological processing, auditory discrimination and colour discrimination. 
Each individual test is presented as an attractive and enjoyable game that takes about five minutes to complete. Results, in the form of graphical profiles and individual response records, clearly show children's strengths and weaknesses in comparison with national norms. Percentiles, standard scores and age equivalent scores are provided. 
CoPS 4-7 is accompanied by a comprehensive teacher's manual that explains how to interpret the results so that teaching and learning can be tailored to suit the needs of individual children. Suggestions for a wide variety of teaching strategies are included.
